(_ SAFETY REQUIREMENTS )

Read carefully — your child's safety may be affected if you do not follow these
instructions carefully.

Warning: Before use remove all plastic bags and packaging materials and keep
them out of reach of newborn babies and children.

1. WARNING! Your balance may be adversely affected by your movement and that
of your child!

2. WARNING! Take care when bending or leaning forward or sideways !

3. WARNING! This carrier is not suitable for use during sporting activities !

4. Weight: upto9kg. Age of use 4+ months.

5. Never leave your child unattended inside the baby carrier!

6. Always use safety belts!

7. Use the baby carrier only when standing or walking.

8. This baby carrier must not be used to transport a child on your back.

9. Before use check that the straps are fitted and adjusted correctly and that the
buckles are safely fastened into position.

10. It is recommended that you place and remove the child from the carrier while
sitting.

11. After placing the child in the baby carrier check carefully that the width
adjusters are adjusted to the correct position. If needed adjust them until they are
correctly tensioned.

12. Do not place in the carrier more than one child at a time.

13. Always ensure that the child has enough space around its face to breathe
properly.

14. Do not use if any part is broken, torn or missing.

15. Do not fit to the baby carrier any accessories, spare parts or components not
supplied or approved by the manufacturer.

16. Remember that the child inside the baby carrier will react sooner to climatic
changes than the adult who is carrying it.

17. When using the soft carrier monitor your child

18. For low birth weight babies and children with medical conditions, seek advice
from a health professional before using the product.

19. Be aware of hazards in the domestic environment e.g. heat sources, spilling
of hot drinks.

20. Stop using the carrier if parts are missing or damaged.
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(' CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE )

Cleaning: Please, refer to the baby carrier label. After each wash check that the fabric and seams are

not worn or damaged.
Maintenance: Check the seams and baby carrier regularly to ensure that they are not worn or

damaged and that no part is missing. If any part is worn or missing do not use the product!




( ADJUSTMENTS )

Put the baby carrier as shown on Fig. 1.

- Fit it over your head and arms /Fig. 1a/ and make sure that
the shoulder straps are crossed behind your back /Fig. 1b/.
Attention: You are wearing the baby carrier correctly when the
shoulder straps cross over between your shoulder blades.
Make sure the shoulder straps are not twisted and that they
cling well to your body.

Close the side buckles (right and left) and make sure they are
correctly secured. /Fig. 2a/

Attention: Adjust the length of the shoulder straps by using
the side adjusters. /Fig. 2b/

Attention: Adjustment is correct when baby’s head is lying on
your chest.

Push down the baby carrier with your hands, simulating the
weight of your child in order to ensure that the buckles are
correctly secured and that you feel comfortable when wearing
it. Now fit the baby. /Fig. 3/

“FACE TO FACE” POSITION

Before fitting the baby, open the baby carrier and release the
buckles and velcro labels between your body and the baby
carrier. /Fig. 4/

Sit down and place the baby carrier open on your legs or on a table. /Fig. 5/

Fit the baby into the baby carrier so that it is facing you. Make sure there are no
buckles or straps behind his back and that its legs are fitted into the right
openings.

Bend down slightly towards the child until you can attach the side velcro and then
the buckles.

Attention: Make sure that the velcro and buckles are well secured.

Attention: The width of the baby carrier can be adjusted by using the velcro and
the buckles. Make sure the child is neither too tight nor too loose inside the baby
carrier.



Now, slowly stand up straight by holding the child with one
hand. /Fig. 6/

Attach the padded support by using the buckles positioned on
the support and inside the shoulder straps. The support holds
the child’s head. The baby carrier is now ready to be used with
the baby facing backwards. /Fig. 7/

Attention: Always make sure the buckles and velcro are
correctly secured and control baby’s movements inside the baby
carrier.

,FORWARD FACING POSITION*®

Repeat the same steps from Fig. 1 to 7 to put on the baby
carrier.

Close all the buckles and velcro of the baby carrier (as shown
on Fig. 8 but without the baby).

Attention: Do not fit the padded support.

Make sure that the buckles and velcro are correctly secured
before fitting the baby.

Fit the baby into the baby carrier in forward-facing position.

Turn down the padded support and attach it by using the
pressure buttons on the sides of the baby carrier. The baby
carrier is now ready to be used in forward-facing position.
Attention: Always make sure the buckles and velcro are
correctly secured and control baby’s movements inside the baby
carrier.

To wash the baby carrier, follow the instructions on the label.
